CDC Project: From Curiosity to Experiment
 Overview and Timeline

Overview: Over a 4-month period, groups of students (1-3/group, all from the same school) will brainstorm a topic of interest, transform that into an assessable question, and design an experiment that tests the hypothesis.
 
Final Product: On a running basis, students will gradually upload 5 modular components of a poster into a provided PowerPoint template for evaluation (available on Moodle). Guidelines for completing each module will be provided.  The 5 components to be completed are:
